A white box indicates that nothing interesting
seems to be happening in this branch
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Branch leading to all primates (labelled ®)
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Dark red in a box indicates that a branch is longer
than expected (i.e. more substitutions than expected
have occurred). This could occur when positive
selection acts, or when a loss of function occurs

Hedgehog is missing (-). This means these two
branches (also labelled ®) share the same value.
This is important to note, otherwise regions can
appear overly significant

Dark blue in a box indicates that a branch is shorter
than expected (i.e. fewer substitutions than
expected have occurred. This could occur when an
MCS is more constrained (stronger negative
selection) in a region than expected

A ‘-’ indicated that this branch is missing from
the MCS alignment
